Dr. Anderson is Professor of Surgery at the University of Washington in Seattle
where he has devoted his clinical practice to the care of patients with breast cancer and breast health issues.
A native Californian, he earned his B.A. in mathematics at Pomona College and M.D. at the Albert Einstein
College of Medicine in New York City. Following a general surgical residency at the University of Colorado, Dr.
Anderson trained in surgical oncology at the Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer Center in New York as an
American Cancer Society Clinical Oncology Fellow. In 1994, he joined the surgical faculty at University of
Washington, served as Clinical Medical Director of the breast program from 1998 to 2003, and continues to
serve as director of the U.W. Breast Health Center. He was first elected by his peers for inclusion in "Best
Doctors in America" in 2001.

Dr. Anderson received the American Cancer Society Career Development Award for breast cancer research in
1995 and served from 1998 through 2001 as Associate Program Head for the Fred Hutchinson's Breast Cancer
Research Program. His clinical interests include oncoplastic surgery of the breast, the purpose of which is to
improve cosmetic and oncologic outcome with complex breast lumpectomies. Dr. Anderson created and chairs
the Breast Health Global Initiative (BHGI), an international project to define guidelines for breast cancer
screening, diagnosis and treatment in countries with limited health care resources, which in 2006 was granted
a $0.5 million award by the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer Foundation. Dr. Anderson has been a member of
the Board of Directors of three academic national and international breast cancer societies. Dr. Anderson
served as President of the American Society of Breast Disease from 2005-2007, and also served as private
sector advisor on cancer control to U.S. Health and Human Services Secretary Michael O. Leavitt on the U.S.
delegation to the WHO World Health Assembly in Geneva, Switzerland in 2005.

health care systems available to them.”

Dr. Caffarella is a professor in the Department of Education in the College of Agriculture and Life Sciences at
Cornell University in Ithaca, New York. She received her Ph.D. in Adult and Continuing Education from
Michigan State University. Her research and writing activities are on focused on adult learning, planning



education and training programs, continuing education for the professions, and designing culturally appropriate
programs for adults. Dr. Caffarella has been involved in breast cancer education programs since 1991 as a
volunteer, board member, initiation of support groups, and educator. Her current project, in collaboration with
Universiti Putra Malaysia, and a number of other Malaysian universities, hospitals, and governmental and non-
governmental organizations, is educating Malaysian women, their families, and health care professionals about
early diagnoses and treatment of breast cancer. The project highlights working in a culturally and linguistically
sensitive manner in a multicultural nation. A central goal of the Malaysian Breast Cancer Education Project has
been to develop a sustainable breast cancer education program for Malaysians, developed primarily by
Malaysians, which could be used as a model for other developing countries. The major objective is to provide
information and educational activities that will increase the number of Malaysian women who engage in health
seeking behaviors that result in early diagnosis and treatment of the disease. In addition Dr. Caffarella and her
colleagues are conducting research in a number of areas such as what inhibits and enhances women seeking
early diagnosis and treatment, how women cope with their disease, effects on the family and economic life of
these women, and planning programs across ethnic, cultural, religious, and national borders,

Dr. Caffarella has authored or co-authored eight books, two of which have been translated into Chinese and
one into Japanese, and numerous book chapters and articles. Her latest books include Learning in Adulthood:
A Comprehensive Guide (3" Ed.) (2007) authored with Sharan Merriam and Lisa Baumgartner, and Planning
Programs for Adult Learners: A Guide for Educators, Trainers, and Staff Developers (2™ Ed.) (2002). In 2000,
she received the prestigious Cyril O. Houle World Award for Literature in Adult Education for Learning in
Adulthood: A Comprehensive Guide (2" Ed.), authored with Sharan Merriam. Dr. Caffarella has also been
awarded an honorary degree of Doctor of Humane Letters from the College of Lifelong Learning, of the
University of New Hampshire system, in 2003.

Harold P. Freeman, M.D., is President and Founder of the Ralph Lauren Center for
Cancer Care and Prevention in New York, New York. Dr. Freeman is also Senior
Advisor to the Director of the National Cancer Institute (NCI), Bethesda, Maryland. He
is a Professor of Clinical Surgery at Columbia University College of Physicians and
Surgeons, also in New York. For twenty five years (1974-1999), Dr. Freeman was
Director of Surgery at Harlem Hospital in New York.

Dr. Freeman was Founding Director of the National Cancer Institute (NCI) Center to Reduce Cancer Health
Disparities for a five year period ending in 2005. During that time period, he served as Associate Director of the
NCI.

Dr. Freeman is a diplomat of the American Board of Surgery and a fellow of the American College of Surgeons.
He has been medical director of the Breast Examination Center of Harlem, a program of Memorial Sloan-
Kettering Cancer Center, since 1979.

Dr. Freeman was elected to membership in the Institute of Medicine of the National Academy of Sciences in
1997.



Dr. Freeman served as national president of the American Cancer Society from 1988-1989. He is the chief
architect of the American Cancer Society’s initiative on Cancer in the Poor and is a leading authority on the
interrelationships between race, poverty, and cancer. The Society established the “Harold P. Freeman Award”
in 1990 to recognize his work in this area. This award is presented annually by American Cancer Society
divisions throughout the U.S. to individuals who have made outstanding contributions to the fight against
cancer in the poor.

Dr. Freeman pioneered the “Patient Navigation Program” which addresses disparities in access to treatment,
particularly among poor and uninsured people. This program is designed to assist medically underserved
patients in navigating their way through a complex health system by overcoming barriers to timely diagnosis
and treatment of cancer. The success of Dr. Freeman's “Patient Navigation Program” has led many other
health care organizations to adopt similar initiatives. Based on this model the Patient Navigator and Chronic
Disease Prevention Act was signed into law by President Bush in June 2005.

Dr. Freeman is past chairman of the President’s Cancer Panel, to which he was appointed for four consecutive
three-year terms, first by President Bush in 1991 and subsequently by President Clinton in 1994, 1997 and
2000.

As a graduate of Catholic University of America, Dr. Freeman received the Harris Award for “Outstanding
Scholar, Gentleman, and Athlete.” He later was recognized as “Outstanding Alumnus in the Medical Arts” at
Catholic University and was inducted into the Athlete’s Hall of Fame of the University. Additionally, he received
the Daniel Hale Williams Award for Outstanding Achievements as Chief Resident at Howard University
Hospital.

Honorary Doctor of Science degrees have been awarded to Dr. Freeman from Albany Medical College,
Niagara University, Adelphi University, and Catholic University of America. He was also awarded the University
of California at San Francisco Medal. Other selected awards include: The Mary Lasker Award for Public
Service; the Time, Inc. International Health and Medical Media Awards’ Lifetime Achievement Award; the
American Cancer Society's Medal of Honor; the CDC Foundation’s Champion of Prevention Award; the Breast
Cancer Research Foundation’s “Jill Rose Award,” the American Society of Clinical Oncology’s Special
Recognition Award; the Avon Breast Cancer National Leadership Award; the Susan G. Komen Breast Cancer
National Foundation’s Betty Ford Award; the International Spirit of Life Foundation and the Washington Cancer
Institute’s Spirit of Life Award; the Mayo Clinic Charles G. Moertel Memorial Lectureship Award; the Association

The
setting of health priorities and allocating of resources are national decisions. The
concept of “resource-level appropriateness” recognizes this principle and the fact
that what is the most appropriate intervention in the United States might not be
the current choice in Africa, Asia,, Eastern Europe or Latin America. Of course,
within these vast regions of the planet, much diversity exists in terms of human
and financial resources available for breast cancer interventions. Nonetheless, in
every place on the planet, breast cancerinterventions should be evidence-based.
Sadly, research that speaks most directly to settings of limited resources is also
very limited. Itis my hope that ™ Breast Health Global Initiative  will assist by
fostering evidence-based, economically feasible interventions across the breast
cancer continuum and thereby improve the outcomes for women everywhere but

particularly in low- and middle-income settings.”

Dr. Joe Harford received a Ph.D. in Biochemistry from the University of Maryland Medical School and
conducted basic research in molecular biology and cell biology at the National Institutes of Health from 1979 to
1993 rising to be Deputy Branch Chief of the Cell Biology and Metabolism Branch within NICHD. Dr. Harford
has published over 100 scientific papers. He served as the Series Editor for Modern Cell Biology and edited
the volume mRNA Metabolism and Post-transcriptional Gene Regulation for this series. Dr. Harford is one of
the founding editors for Current Protocols in Cell Biology.

In 1993, Dr. Harford became the chief scientist for RiboGene, Inc., a then-privately-held biotechnology
company (now Questcor Pharmaceuticals, Inc.). There, he managed four drug discovery programs in
infectious diseases and cancer. From 1996 t01999, Dr. Harford served as Chairman of the Scientific Advisory
Board of RiboGene, Inc, and now serves in a similar capacity for SynerGene Therapeutics, Inc., an early-stage
biopharmaceutical company that focuses on molecular therapeutics for cancer. Dr. Harford is a co-inventor on
two issued U.S. patents related to drug discovery.



In 1996, Dr. Harford returned to the NIH where he served as Associate Director of the NCI and Chief of Staff of
the Office of the Director, a diverse group of offices with responsibilities that include preparation of the NCI
budget, press relations, and interactions with the U.S. Congress, patient advocacy groups and professional
organizations. Dr. Harford also served as the NCI liaison to the National Cancer Policy Board of the National
Academy of Sciences. Currently, Dr. Harford is the Chair of NCI's Technology Review Group, responsible for
review of employee inventions and recommendations for actions taken regarding patent strategy for technology
transfer activities.

In July 2002, Dr. Joe Harford was named Director of the Office of International Affairs of the National Cancer
Institute. In this capacity, he has responsibility for a number of bilateral and multilateral interactions between
the NCI and foreign cancer research institutions and other foreign entities. His office also tracks all funding
going to foreign investigators through NCI grants and contracts as well as other forms of international
collaboration. Dr. Harford serves as the Chair of the Strategic Advisory Group of the Ireland-Northern Ireland-
NCI Cancer Consortium and as NCI liaison to the Middle East Cancer Consortium, the US-Japan Cooperative
Cancer Research Program, the African Organization for Research and Training in Cancer, the American-
Russian Cancer Alliance, and the International Network for Cancer Treatment and Research. Dr. Harford has
also represented the United States to the Governing Council of the WHO's International Agency for Research
on Cancer for several years and served as its Vice Chairperson. Dr. Harford represented NIH for two years as
a member of the Board of Trustees of the Human Frontier Science Program, an international non-
governmental, nonprofit association devoted to the promotion of basic research.

Oncology and the Latin-American-Caribbean Society of Medical Oncology. In April of 2006 Dr. Hortobagyi
received the American Society of Breast Disease Pathfinder Award, and in November 2006 received the
prestigious Premio Luigi Castagnetta (Luigi Castagnetta Prize), Progetto Amazzone, in Palermo (Sicily), Italy

His professional society activities include membership in the American Society of Clinical Oncology, where he
has served on various task forces, chaired committees, served on the Board of Directors, and in 2005 was
elected President for the term 2006-2007. He chairs the Data and Safety Monitoring Committee of the National
Surgical Adjuvant Breast and Bowel Project; and served as President of the International Society of Senology.
He served as a member of the U.S. National Committee for the International Union Against Cancer, and the
National Cancer Institute’s Breast Cancer Progress Review Group. Dr. Hortobagyi is on the Advisory Board of
The Breast Cancer Research Foundation, chairs the Health Advisory Board of the Susan G. Komen Breast

Dr. Elmer E. Huerta is the Founder and Director of the Cancer Preventorium at the
Washington Cancer Institute in the Washington Hospital Center, the only cancer
prevention/screening service for Latinos in the Washington, DC metro area. The
goal of the clinic is encourage preventive screenings; therefore the clinic is open to
patients who do not have any disease symptoms. Dr. Huerta is the Principal
Investigator (PI) of the Community Network Program’s Latin American Research
Coalition (LACRC), a National Cancer Institute funded research study. Dr. Huerta
is currently President-Elect of the American Cancer Society.

Born in Pery, Dr. Huerta obtained his medical degree at the University of San Marcos in 1981. Trained in
Internal Medicine and Medical Oncology in Peru, he completed a fellowship in oncology research at the Johns
Hopkins Oncology Center in 1988, a residence in internal medicine at St. Agnes Hospital in 1991, an MPH at
the Johns Hopkins School of Hygiene and Public Health in 1992, and a fellowship in Cancer Prevention and
Control at the National Cancer Institute, National Institutes of Health, in 1994.

Raimund V. Jakesz, MD, received his training at Medical School, University of
Vienna, Austria (graduated in 1973), and at the National Cancer Institute in
Bethesda/MA. At the latter institution, Dr. Jakesz focused on research in estrogen
receptor regulation in human breast cancer cells.

A Full Professor of Surgery, he is the current Chair of Vienna Medical School's
Division of General Surgery. Major research interests at the Division include surgical oncology and
endocrinology, translational research, experimental immunotherapy and gene therapy, and research in
predictive and prognostic markers for breast and colorectal cancer. Over the past two decades, furthermore,
Dr. Jakesz has been Coordinator, Austrian Breast & Colorectal Cancer Study Group (ABCSG). In this function,
he has conceptualized, initiated and carried out more than a dozen, prospectively randomized, multicenter
clinical trials involving some 13,000 patients. These interdisciplinary investigations in adjuvant and neoadjuvant
treatment modalities have been implemented at some 70 specialist centers across Austria. In these two
frameworks, Dr. Jakesz’ clinical activities chiefly include patients with breast, colorectal, gastric and pancreatic
disease; experimental activities include research in growth factors in human cancer cells and the influence of
cytokines on cancer cell growth.

Despite of the introduction of
early detection unit and social oncology unit breast cancer patients come to the hospital in advanced stage.
This condition is common cancer patient in Indonesia.

Breast cancer could be detected in earlier phases and not should not always end in dying. The lack of
knowledge and fear of medical therapy are the causes of belated visit to the center. Jakarta Breast Cancer
Foundation was founded in 2003 as a non governmental group consisting of survivor, volunteer and medical
doctors to work together with vision to decrease advanced breast cancer in 2020. Its mission is to make
awareness in the society and early detection programs, to support breast cancer patient as well. For 2005, one
mammography mobile unit to serve women around Jakarta with reduce cost of mammography or free
mammography in high risk group is planned . To join The Breast Health Global Initiative is the best way to learn
more about management of breast cancer and solve the problem which is suitable to Indonesia’s condition.

In 2006 we were held national multidisciplinary meeting for management of early breast cancer which is still
new for many clinicians because lack of cases. Guidelines should be developed according to condition of each
hospital. In the mean time our ministry of health begins a pilot project in 5 provinces for early detection of
cervical and breast cancer and | am contributing in conceptual frame work of the program.

It will be important to provide
recommendations on breast cancer prevention that can be adopted by various
countries and medical systems, and that can be tailored according to women'’s
risks for breast cancer.”

Dr. McTiernan's research focuses on identifying ways to prevent new or recurrent

cancer with a particular focus on weight control, physical activity, and

chemoprevention. She is Principal Investigator of the Seattle TREC Center

investigating mechanisms of energy balance and cancer prevention. She leads

over twenty five scientists in transdisciplinary reasearch to elucidate the pathways
linking components of energy balance to the cancer process. The five projects and four cores incorporate
several different study designs, with contributions of scientists from medicine, cell biology, animal models,
immunology, biostatistics, mathematics, exercise physiology, and behavioral science.

Dr. McTiernan is also Principal Investigator of a randomized controlled clinical trial of a one-year aerobic
exercise intervention to compare the effects over one year of two lifestyle interventions in 503 postmenopausal
women: (1) a moderate-intensity aerobic exercise intervention, and (2) a reduced-calorie diet plus moderate-
intensity aerobic exercise intervention. She is Principal Investigator of the Seattle site of Health, Eating, Activity,
and Lifestyle (HEAL) Study, which is assessing associations among anthropometrics, fat mass amount and
distribution, endogenous sex and metabolic hormones, diet, and physical activity on prognostic factors in breast
cancer patients. Dr. McTiernan is Principal Investigator of the Seattle site of the ExCel trial which is testing the
effect of exemestane, an aromatase inhibitor, on breast cancer prevention, and she leads a randomized clinical
trial testing aspirin effect on breast cancer biomarkers.

Previously she has conducted a randomized controlled clinical trial of a one-year aerobic exercise intervention
vs. stretch control in 173 postmenopausal women. The primary aim of this study was to assess the effect of
exercise on endogenous sex hormones that have been associated with increased risk for breast cancer.
Ongoing ancillary studies test the effect of aerobic exercise on immune function and other biomarkers of breast
cancer risk.

Dr. McTiernan is a co-Investigator in the Women's Health Initiative (WHI), and directed clinical outcomes efforts
at the WHI Clinical Coordinating Center. She has conducted an analysis of physical activity and breast cancer
incidence in the WHI Observational Study cohort of over 90,000 women and has collaborated on many
additional analyses of the WHI hormone therapy trials and on other risk factors for breast cancer.

My main aim is to
make an honest attempt to standardize treatment policies across the country
(something thatis extremely difficult) and make strict regimented protocols to
ensure the best possible management of breast cancer patients”.

Dr. Mandar Nadkarni is a surgical oncologist from Tata Memorial Hospital, India’s

premier cancer care center. He graduated his MBBS (Bachelor of Medicine and

Bachelor of Surgery) from the University of Mumbai in 1995. He completed his

training in General Surgery in Mumbai and later specialized in Surgical Oncology at
Tata Memorial Hospital. His main interests are breast cancer and gastro-intestinal cancer (minimally invasive
surgery) which he is pursuing at Tata Memorial Hospital.



He is a keen researcher with interest in clinical research. He has a few international publications based on
original ideas including his own surgical technique for surgery of breast cancer where he has published a step-
wise technique based on distinct landmarks in the axilla that is easy to teach as well as perform. He feels
strongly about the use or rather the lack of use (due to infrastructural constraints) of mammography prior to
breast conservation when facilities are deficient, especially in premenopausal women. Towards this he has also
published data from Tata Memorial Hospital highlighting the meager rewards of routine use of pre-operative
mammography and also methods of ensuring safety of breast conservation when performed without use of
mammography. He is one amongst the leading surgeons in the field of breast cancer in India and is a strong
proponent of evidence based medicine. He is actively involved in academics in the entire country and is a
regular faculty member in various conferences all over the country to deliver lectures and demonstrate his
surgical technique.

He went on an International Agency for Research on Cancer fellowship to the Queen Elizabeth Medical Centre
in Perth in Australia (under Professor Bruce Armstrong) for one year in 1984-85 and later on did his Master of
Public Health in Epidemiology at the University of Washington in Seattle in 1987-89. He is currently directing
the National Cancer Registry Programme that includes twelve population based and five hospital based cancer
registries. The initial phase of a WHO project on "Development of an Atlas of Cancer in India" involving 105
centres across India has just been completed under his supervision and direction. Another study on "Patterns
of Cancer Patient Care and Survival" with focus on cancer breast, cancer cervix and head and neck cancers,
has been initiated under his stewardship.

My interest in cancer started in 1977 when in the final year of medical school my father

was diagnosed with cancer. The rest is history. | graduated with an M.D from the

University of Dar es salaam in 1978 and joined the Christie Hospital in Manchester U.K

in 1982. While at the Christie Hospital | trained in Radiotherapy and Oncology and

obtained DMRT and FFRRCS. In 1987 | returned to Tanzania and had an uphill
struggle to establish oncology services. After ten years of lobbying the Ocean Road Cancer Institute was
established as the National cancer Institute for Tanzania by a Parliament Act. Last year the Ocean Road
Cancer Institute treated 270 cancer of breast patients i.e 10% of the patients who attended. Most of the
patients are seen while in advanced stages. In an attempt to address this problem, the institute has started
outreach services to promote breast health awareness and early detection of breast cancer.

In addition to my work at the Ocean Road Cancer Institute | have also been involved in cancer control work
with the WHO as a member of the advisory committee to the Director General and a member of the technical
committee for which | was the chairman for the treatment and diagnosis module. | was also a member of the
committee for cancer control in low and medium income countries of the Institute of Medicine (IOM) of National
Academy of Sciences USA.

Dr. Anthony Nsiah-Asare is a General Surgeon with interest in Surgical Oncology
and the Chief Executive of Komfo Anokye Teaching Hospital, Kumasi, Ghana.
He graduated with MB ChB form the University of Ghana Medical School, Accra
in 1980 and obtained FAChirg (Hamburg/Saar, Germany). He is a Foundation
Fellow of Ghana College of Physicians and Surgeons (FGCS) and a Fellow of West African College of
Surgeons (FWACS). He has a Certificate in Health Management from Boston University. He assumed office
as the Chief Executive of Komfo Anokye Teaching Hospital in 2001. He has established an Oncology
Directorate and set up a Comprehensive Multidisciplinary Cancer Treatment especially for Breast Cancer,
Cervical Cancer, Head and Neck Cancer Care in the hospital. A home based Palliative Care for Cancer
patients have also been instituted. To detect breast cancer in the early stages, health education and self-
breast examination (SBE) are regularly undertaken by the hospital through radio stations and TV campaigns.



Primary health care providers like Midwives, Medical Assistants and Nurses in the hospital's catchments area
have been trained in early detection and prompt referral of cancer cases to the hospital.

His research interest is in early detection, diagnosis and treatment of cancer to get full return on the huge
investment made in the hospital for cancer management. Dr. Nsiah-Asare together with the Oncology
Directorate and the Pathology Unit has used innovative ways to build capacity in the Pathology Department of
the hospital through collaboration with University of Tromso, Norway.

Dr. Nsiah-Asare is a member of a number of international and local organizations in health and has been a
member of government delegation to World Health Assembly on several occasions. He is also a member a
number of Committees, Boards and Councils in Ghana notably among them: the National Radiotherapy and
Nuclear Medicine Committee, Komfo Anokye Teaching Hospital Board, Ghana Employers Association Council,
etc.

Lennarth Nystrdm is associate professor and senior lecturer at Department of Public
Health and Clinical Medicine, Division of Epidemiology and Public Health Sciences,
Umed University, Umed, Sweden. He graduated in applied statistics at Department
of Statistics, Umea University in 1970 and worked there as a lecturer 1968-78. Then
he moved to the Medical Faculty at the same university to lecture in biostatistics.
Research was initially focused on register and occupational epidemiology. In the mid
80ies he was invited by the Swedish Cancer Society to design a nationwide data
base for the planned service-screening with mammography. The plan was turned
into an overview of the Swedish randomized controlled trials of mammography
screening (five out of eight trials have been performed in Sweden). The results of the
overviews, the first published in the Lancet in 1992 and the latest in 2002, constitute the base for introduction of
service-screening with mammography worldwide. Since the start of the Swedish service-screening program
with mammography in 1986 the focus of the research has gradually changed to develop models for evaluation
of service-screening programs. Since the mid-90’s he has been a member of the Advisory Board of the
European Breast Screening Network and the Swedish representative in the International Breast Screening
Network.

He was involved in the revision of the epidemiology chapter of the 3" revision of the European Guidelines for
mammography screening and is currently involved in the 4™ revision. He was a member of the expert
committee that revised the Swedish Guidelines for mammography screening in 1998. Other research is
focused on epidemiological studies of celiac diseases, diabetes mellitus, epilepsy and multiple sclerosis as well
as reproductive health in Africa

Dr. Vahit Ozmen is Professor of Surgery in the Department of Surgery, at the Istanbul

Medical Faculty of Istanbul University, and a member of the Board of Directors of
the Istanbul Medical Faculty. He is also a member of the National Cancer Advisory Board and Director of the
National Breast Cancer Early Diagnosis and Screening Committee.

After graduating at the Istanbul Medical Faculty of Istanbul University with the first degree, Dr Ozmen
completed a residency and chief residency in the Department of Surgery at the Istanbul Medical Faculty,
followed by a fellowship in the Department of Surgery at the Tulane University of New Orleans from 1989
t01991. He worked as a visiting professor in MD Anderson Cancer Center, Mayo Clinics, USA and Tokai
University, Japan for short periods. He has an honorary diplome and medal from Bulgarian Surgical Society for
his efforts to promote breast health care in Bulgaria. He is a Fellow of American College of Surgeons, Society
of American Colon and Rectal Surgeons and a member and founder of several other international and national
professional organizations, committees and expert panels.

Dr. Ozmen is a reviewer for numerous journals including the Journal of American College of Surgeons (JACS).
He is also Editor in Chief in Turkish Journal of Breast Health. He has published more than 200 papers in
English and Turkish in the area of breast cancer.

Dr.Ozmen has organized many congresses and post graduated courses for physicians, nurses and other
health care providers on breast cancer. He also has numbers of book chapters and atlas on breast cancer. He
has showed enormous efforts to promote breast health care, breast health awareness and improve early
detection and effective treatment of breast cancer in Turkey. For this aim, 12 breast health care centers were
funded in the Government Educational and Research Hospitals in Istanbul two years ago. More than 100.000
women were examined and 3000 new breast cancer were diagnosed and treated in these centers last year. As
a Director of National Breast cancer Early Detection and Screening Committee, he organized new cancer
diagnosis and screening centers in 81 cities in Turkey. He and his colleagues were organized a breast cancer
registration program including more than 10.000 breast cancer patients first time in Turkey. With the help of this
program, demographics and epidemiologic data of Turkish breast cancer patients will be obtained and serve for
breast health.

Dr. Ozmen is one of the founder member of World Society for Breast Health (WSBH) and worked with Dr.
Benjamin Anderson in this society. And he worked as general secretary of the 1°' Congress of this society in
Istanbul in 2001, and participated in 2™ and 3™ Congresses as a guest speaker in Budapest, Hungary and
Tokyo, Japan in 2003 and 2005 respectively. He will attend to the 4™ Congress in China in October 2007.

Dr. Perez received his training in Radiology and Radiation Oncology at

Mallinckrodt Institute of Radiology, Washington University Medical School and

was a Fellow in the Department of Radiation Therapy at M.D. Anderson Cancer
Center in Houston, Texas. He joined the Faculty at Washington University in Saint Louis in July 1964, was
appointed Director of the Radiation Oncology Center in July 1976 and Chairman of the Department of
Radiation Oncology in July 2001, a position he occupied until September 30, 2004. At the present time he is
Professor Emeritus in the Department of Radiation Oncology.

Dr. Perez served as President of the American Society of Therapeutic Radiation Oncology in 1982 and
received the ASTRO Gold Medal in 1992, the American College of Radiology Gold Medal in 1998, the Janeway
Gold Medal of the American Radium Society in 2003 and the CRILA Gold Medal in 2003. In October 2006, Dr.
Perez was awarded the National Cancer Fighter Award by the American College of Surgeons. Dr. Perez was a
Trustee of the American Board of Radiology from 1985 through 1997.

Dr. Perez’ primary areas of interest are management of patients with carcinoma of the cervix, carcinoma of the
prostate and carcinoma of the breast. He also has a special interest in the management of patients with
carcinoma of the head and neck and lung and other gynecologic malignancies. He is a prolific writer, with over
350 publications.

Dr. Perez has served on the Editorial Board of several prestigious scientific Journals, including Cancer, the
International Journal of Radiation Oncology, Biology and Physics, the American Journal of Clinical Oncology
and Laryngoscope. Dr. Perez is co-editor with Dr. Luther Brady of Principles and Practice of Radiation
Oncology; the fourth edition was published in 2004 and the fifth edition will be published in the fall of 2007.
With Dr. William J. Hoskins and Dr. Robert Young, Dr. Perez is also co-editor of Principles and Practice of
Gynecologic Oncology, the fourth edition of which is in production. Dr. Perez co-edited a manual entitled
Radiation Oncology: Management Decisions with Dr. K.S. Clifford Chao and Dr. Luther Brady; the second
edition was recently published.

"Women's beliefs, fears and motivations that inform their breast screening practices
are culturally and historically specific and need to be understood within concrete
contexts of their lives. To enhance breast awareness and preventative attitude
among various groups of women in multi-cultural societies, we have to start from
assessing women's subjective perceptions, trying to comprehend rather than
judge..."

Larissa Remennick, Ph.D. is Professor of Sociology and Chair of the Department of

Sociology and Anthropology in Bar-llan University in Greater Tel-Aviv, Israel. She

received her Ph.D. in sociology and demography of health from the former USSR
Academy of Sciences in Moscow (1988). Her research interests and writing include various issues in women's
health, specifically breast cancer, in terms of social epidemiology, behavioral aspects of early detection, and
illness experiences. She had studied social factors (including sexuality and fertility) affecting breast and other
reproductive cancer rates in the former Soviet Union and later on in Israel. In 1998 Larissa published a book-
size monograph "The Cancer Problem in the Context of Modernity: Sociology, Demography, Politics," in which
she summarized the key issues in cancer control viewed through the lens of social science. Prof. Remennick is
especially interested in cross-cultural approaches to the study of cancer-related behaviors and the
development of culturally sensitive tools for cancer prevention and care in diverse modern societies. After
moving to Israel in 1991, she conducted research on health behaviors among former Soviet immigrant women,
including a two-phase study (a survey and in-depth interviews) of the attitudes and practices related to the early
detection of breast cancer. Her findings point to a significant gap between women's cognitions and practices,
whereby well-educated women with past experience of organized preventive care and breast screening in the
former USSR subsequently neglect available preventive services in breast health upon migration to Israel. Prof.
Remennick's research offers some explanations of this ostensibly irrational behavior among migrant women
and some solutions for improving their preventative practice.

Dr. Sancho-Garnier is professor of Public Health at the University of Montpellier, France and scientific director
of Epidaure, the renowned education centre for cancer prevention in Montpellier. After clinical work in oncology,
and research work in clinical trials at Gustave Roussy Institute (France), Dr. Sancho-Garnier devoted much of
her time to research in cancer epidemiology, as director of the INSERM research unit in cancer epidemiology
and to teaching biostatistics and public health.

She is author or co-author of more than 150
papers in international journals, participated in 65 books and is editor or co-author of 5 books.

Dr. Sancho-Garnier was involved in setting up France’s pilot national screening program for breast cancer and
is a member of the International Breast Screening Network. She participated in the IARC monograph on breast
cancer screening.

She is also involved in the development of a pilot mass screening program for colo-rectal cancer in Hérault
(France), and participated in the 1° international meeting for colo-rectal cancer screening network
implementation (London 2004).

Dr. Sancho-Garnier actively supports cancer control efforts in developing countries, especially French-speaking
and Spanish-speaking. She is a consultant for various cervical screening programs in Cambodia, Tunisia,
America Latina...She serves as Strategic Leader for Cancer Prevention and Early Detection at the International
Union Against Cancer (UICC), and edited the UICC Handbook on Evidence-based Cancer prevention:

Dr. Tajima is an Emeritus Professor at Tokai University Tokyo Hospital in Tokyo,

Japan. After having graduated from a medical school in Tokyo, he received a full

training in USA with board-certification in general surgery. He, then, returned to
Japan in 1974, when he participated in establishing a new medical school, Tokai University School of Medicine.
Over the years his interest moved from general surgery to surgical oncology with special emphasis on breast
cancer. Years ago he was heavily involved in high-dose chemotherapy with bone marrow/stem cell
transplantation.

Director of the Kenya Breast Health Programme. A Certified Accountant, she holds a
B.Com from the University of Nairobi, an MBA from Maastricht University
(Netherlands) and is currently undertaking a Masters in Public Health (MPH). She is
a member of the Kenya Institute of Management, Kenya Cancer Association, and an
honorary member of the Kenya Society for Hematologists and Oncologists. She was
recently appointed to serve on the Executive Committee of the National Cancer
Registry Steering Committee whose mandate is to oversee the establishment of a National Cancer Registry in
Kenya. She also served on the content committee of the first ‘Global Advocate Summit’ for breast health
advocates.

During her tenure as the Executive Director of the Program, breast health has gained national recognition
leading to the formation of the Breast Cancer Working Group within the Ministry of Health in Kenya to identify
the gaps that exist in Breast Healthcare and develop Guidelines which will standardize Breast Healthcare in all
medical facilittes in the country. A Komen, travelling Scholar to the 2005 BHGI Conference, she has



successfully influenced this group to factor the BHGI 2005 Guidelines into the Kenyan document which is due
for publication by the end of the year.

Ms Onyango served as Project Director in the Komen funded pilot project ‘Empowering Kenyan Communities in
Breast Health’ in 2005 which saw 50 community health workers and nurses and 66 breast cancer survivors
trained as nurse educators and 3761 people screened. The project is currently being replicated in 3 different
regions in the country.

Drawing on her advocacy experience, she is currently consulting for the ‘Stop Cervical Cancer in Africa:
Accelerating Access to the HPV Vaccine Initiative’. However, her passion remains breast cancer and working
closely with community health workers, her interests are in awareness, early detection and the diagnosis of
breast cancer.

She works
with a team of oncologists in helping establish and propagate affordable, integrated and holistic approach to
cancer treatment, develop programs enabling access to the latest in cancer care and capacity building at
peripheries.

Her own tryst with breast cancer and direct witness to losing women to it determined her present status. Today,
she oversees and helps her small core team manage and organize support groups, lymphedema clinic, breast
cancer recovery programs, counseling and training volunteers and caregivers. She is also initiated into and
practices Usui Shiki Ryoho Reiki Natural Healing and believes strongly in complementary therapies for QOL
during and after treatment. With the help of the Susan G Komen for the Cure, International Educational Grant
(2006-2007) for Community Breast Health Education has enabled Prashanti to make it their major dedicated
program to enable women to address their own breast health.

Rama had earlier worked as Project-in-charge and Consultant at the KEM Hospital Research Center and the
KEM Hospital, Pune in women'’s and adolescent health. She is a certified Master Trainer in Integrated
Reproductive and Child Health (RCH) in Communication and Counseling from the National Institute of Health
and Family Welfare, Gowt. of India. As a researcher, educator and counselor her objectives are to assess
community needs, plan, create and provide appropriate interventions in prevention education, counseling and
healthcare.

Her transition to cancer care happened with a singular thought in mind, “arming women through Community
Breast Health Education to utilize early detection, complete treatment and join support groups to improve QOL
and working towards a Mobile Mammography Unit for the underserved.”

In 1997 Mrs. Alla Kovtun began to work in Ukrainian—American Project, initiated by
PATH (Program of Appropriate Technology in Health) — “Ukrainian BC Technical
Assistance Program.” Besides medical issues a key objective of this program was to
improve the quality of life of women experiencing the breast cancer by providing them
with information and psychological support and by formation of breast cancer survivor
groups. From the very beginning Alla took part in organizing of support groups in cities
and towns; together with a psychologist she visited oncology hospitals in different
regions of Ukraine, communicated with medical workers, promoting in such way the
establishing of peer support groups. Due to common efforts of PATH employees,
medical providers and BC volunteers such groups were established in 22 cities of
Ukraine. Mrs. A. Kovtun helped to organize training (related to reducing of psychological distress, improving
adaptation and coping and attitude towards the future as well as grant-writing and fundraising), local and
International conferences and October marches of BC survivors. She also participated in the Program of
outreach to the newly diagnosed women and together with volunteers she visited wards of oncology hospitals
and provided oral and printed information (that she developed with her colleagues from PATH) to patients. Alla
took active part in advocacy activity, maintaining correspondence and ties with Poland, Russia, Belarus and the
US, she also participated in developing and publishing of the “Volunteers’ Manual for BC Survivors”. Though
PATH project was over in 2001 but Alla continues to participate in BC survivors’ life, she visits their meetings
and takes part in all kind of activities, including conferences and marches.

Mrs. Kovtun has worked closely with Larisa Lopata , “Together Against Breast Cancer” who helped establish
and lead the Kyiv “Amazons.” Mrs. Kovtun presents at the Global Summit as an advocate and representative
of the groundbreaking work of Mrs. Lopata, who is a breast cancer survivor and advocacy leader and activist in
the Ukraine. Mrs. Lopata attends the Global Summit as an Observer.

In 2007 the 8th anniversary of volunteer movement is going to be celebrated in Ukraine.

It started in 1999 when peer support group - the Kyiv “Amazons” was established and

Larisa Lopata became the leader of this group. Being BC survivors, Larisa and other
women became volunteers. The activity of the volunteers is diverse: twice a month Larisa and her colleagues
visit women in the wards before and after surgery. Due to L. Lopata’s initiative they care for children of the
Child’s Oncological Department. Mrs. Lopata together with a doctor—mammologist visit several organizations
and teach women breast self-examination. In the course of 5 years due to close cooperation of different peer
support groups as well as common conferences and meetings the all- Ukrainian organization of BC survivors,
“Together Against Cancer” was registered in March 2004. At present it comprises 22 regional organizations.
Larisa Lopata is a Head of this organization. Due to the support of PATH organization and other sponsors
Larisa has organized different training, seminars and summer schools and initiated conducting of 7 marches of
life and hope - "Together against Cancer” and 6 International Conferences (colleagues and friends from
Poland, the USA, Russia Belarus, Estonia and other countries took part in these actions). The main goal of
such marches is to draw attention of the authorities and society to BC problems.

Dr. Shukhrat Aripov earned his Medical Doctor degree from Tashkent State Medical
Institute-1 (TashMI) in 1998. After his post-graduate study on oncology in 1998-2000 he
worked as the mammologist at the Women's Wellness Center (WWC) satellite in
Tashkent, which was created within the partnership of TashMI and University of Chicago,
Illinois in the framework of Health Partnerships program funded by USAID. At the WWC
Dr. Aripov participated in the development of brochure in Uzbek and Russian languages
for breast cancer awareness among women.

Dr. Aripov is the fellow of Oncology Session of Salzburg Medical Seminar International

funded by Open Society Institute — Uzbekistan in 2001. He did presentation “Breast

Cancer situation in Uzbekistan” at the seminar showing the rapid growth in breast cancer
cases in Tashkent city for 1992-2000.

While Dr. Aripov has started his new job as the National Professional Officer on Avian Influenza and the
International Health Regulations at the WHO Country Office in Uzbekistan, he will be representing
WHO/Uzbekistan in the events related to oncology and cancer control. He is planning to do a research on
breast cancer awareness among medical workers in selected districts of Tashkent city, analyze the situation
and develop the recommendations on breast cancer early detection and diagnosis to Tashkent City
Oncological Dispensary and Tashkent city health administration. Dr. Shukhrat Aripov’'s goal is to improve the
breast cancer early detection, diagnosis and treatment outcomes in Uzbekistan based on the guidelines
developed by the BHGI. Dr. Aripov will be participating in the Global Summit work the first time and he is willing
to learn about experience of colleagues from other countries on this topic.

Abstract/Project Title: Attitudes Towards Breast Ca  ncer Screening Among Turkish Women

Dr Cabioglu is a surgical fellow at the Department of Surgery, Istanbul Faculty of
Medicine, University of stanbul, stanbul, Turkey. She graduated with a MD from the
stanbul Faculty of Medicine, University of stanbul in 1994, and completed her
general surgery training at the Department of Surgery, stanbul Faculty of Medicine,
University of stanbul, in 2000. After this, she additionally obtained her PhD in
Immunology, Department of Immunology, Institute of Experimental Medical Research
Center, University of stanbul in 2001, she found a research position at the UT MD
Anderson Cancer Center. She worked as a postdoctoral fellow at the Departments of
Surgical Oncology and Cancer Biology at the UT MD Anderson Cancer Center for 3
years, and found the opportunity to work in different subjects of breast cancer
including clinical and basic science research in this institution. During her attachment
in MD Anderson, she completed important clinical studies in breast conservation, and
nipple discharge and the biological and clinical importance of chemokine receptors in
breast cancer metastases that were published in peer reviewed journals. and gained expertise in clinical
breast cancer studies.

Dr. Chin-Yau Chen is a surgical oncologist at the Taipei City Hospital — the merger of
ten municipal hospitals into one unit, makes it the largest healthcare organization in
Northern Taiwan. He is also a doctoral candidate in the Institute of Microbiology and
Immunology, National Yang-Ming University.
