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The Symposium is the third of four in a series of symposiums sponsored by the
Vaccine and Infectious Disease Institute within the Hutchinson Center.

Non-vaccine methods for preventing transmission of infectious diseases in adult
populations are inherently complex. Clinical trials and implementation programs
for these technologies confront challenges of long term adherence, assessment of
risk behavior, cultural norms and national policy. In this symposium we will
present current thinking and research in ongoing clinical trial research programs
and in policy and implementation of prevention programs.
